CHAMPIONSHIP
POINTS

1. The Show Superintendent will be in full charge of this
event, which will be governed by CKC Rules.

2. Identification cards and judging schedules will be
mailed as soon as possible after the Closing Date.

3. The Eurasier Club of Canada will use due care and
diligence for the welfare of dogs and exhibitors, but
will not be responsible for, or assume any liability in
the event of accident, or other misfortunes, to either
dogs, exhibitors or patrons.

4, If, because of riot, civil disturbance or other acts
beyond the control of management, it is impossible to
open or to complete the show, no refund of entry will
be made.

5. Judging schedules are based on 20 - 25 dogs per hour
in conformation judging. It is the responsibility of the
exhibitors to have the dog at ringside when the dog’s
class is scheduled for judging. Waiting for dogs will
not be possible.

6. All exhibitors will be responsible for cleanup on the
grounds and surrounding areas for their own dogs.

7. The precincts of the show will extend 10 feet beyond
the ring & any space reserved for the judge & stewards.

8. It shall be the duty and obligation of the show-giving
club to see that a judge, club official, volunteer, or any
participant at an event held under these rules is not
subject to indignities. (Dog show Rules Sec. 4.7.1 & 19.7)

9. No person may approach a judge, either directly or
otherwise, orally or in writing, to favour his entry.
